 Elastic beanstalk is used to quickly deploy and manage applications in the 

AWS Cloud without having to learn about the infrastructure that runs those 

applications. 

 It reduces management complexity without restricting choice or control.  

 You simply upload your application, and Elastic Beanstalk automatically 

handles the details of capacity provisioning, load balancing, scaling, and 

application health monitoring. 

 Elastic Beanstalk supports applications developed in Go, Java, .NET, 

Node.js, PHP, Python, and Ruby. 

 Beanstalk makes it even easier for developers to quickly deploy and manage 

applications. 

 Three architecture Models: 

 Single Instance deployment: Good for dev 

 LB + ASG: Great for production or pre-production web applications 

 ASG only: Great for non-web apps in production (workers, etc.)
